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The Department

The Music Department is a thriving department with a
wealth of talented musicians and an exciting musical
programme. The Director of Music leads a team consisting of
a Head of Instrumental Music, an Assistant Director of Music,
two full time Music Teachers, a part-time accompanist, a full

time Administrator, a Waynflete Intern and 38 visiting

instrumental teachers.

In academic music lessons, we follow the Edexcel music course for GCSE and A level, and the
department achieves outstanding results in public examinations. In 2020, pupils achieved
100% A*-A at A level, and at GCSE 95% gained grade 9-7. Music is compulsory as an
academic subject in years 7 and 8 and is an optional subject in year 9. Most pupils learn an
instrument during their time at MCS - some at school and some privately. There are over 450
instrumental lessons each week and many pupils reach Grade 8 or Diploma level by the time
they leave the school. Every year a number of pupils go on to university to read Music and a

number of pupils gain organ and choral scholarships to Oxbridge colleges each year.

There are over 35 ensembles, which run each week and approximately 70 concerts given each
year, ranging from informal Teatime Concerts to high-profile choral and orchestral concerts in
The Sheldonian Theatre and other venues in the city of Oxford. Ensembles include:

e 4 Orchestras (1 Junior School Orchestra and 1

String Orchestra)

e 6 Choirs (including Close Harmony groups)

e Wind / Brass / Percussion / Guitar Ensembles

e 2 Jazz Bands

e Numerous chamber groups
The Symphony Orchestra currently has 85 players and recent
repertoire includes Gershwin’s Cuban Overture and Dvorak’'s
Symphony no. 9. The department regularly takes pupils on
tour to Europe, the most recent being to Italy in 2019.
The department is housed in the Quinn building, but has

practice rooms across the school site. We currently run
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Sibelius 8 software on the network, which can be accessed from computers across the school

site.

The Candidate

We are looking for a charismatic musician who can teach the viola to pupils throughout the
school. We currently have a good number of players of all standards and ages. The school has
a well-stocked instrumental collection. There is presently one day of teaching per week, though
there is opportunity for this to expand in future, particularly for candidates that also offer

violin.

Candidates short-listed for interview will be asked to teach a socially distanced lesson in
person with a pupil and meet with the Director of Music and Head of Instrumental Music.
Short-listed candidates are required to bring any necessary ID for DBS check as well as any

degree certificate(s) that are declared in their application. These must be originals.

Benefits

Instrumental teachers are on a contract and therefore receive holiday pay in addition to their
hourly pay, which is currently at £35.76. The school subscribes to the Teachers’ Pension
Scheme, in which all teaching staff are auto enrolled - there is, of course, an opt out, should
this be preferred. Instrumental lessons are 40 minutes long and the timetables are organised
by the Music Administrator and posted on the school portal. Instrumental teachers receive

lunch at the school if they are teaching in the morning and the afternoon.

Please note that MCS is an inner-city school, with limited parking. We therefore cannot

guarantee a car park space for any instrumental staff.

The school has a fully equipped gym which is available for staff use, and staff may also enjoy
access to the University of Oxford’s Rosenblatt Swimming Pool. Tennis courts are available,
and there is a comprehensive programme of staff sports clubs, including football, climbing,
yoga, Pilates, and badminton. Staff also have the opportunity to join choirs and music groups,

and to get involved in drama productions.

Staff are encouraged to make use of the Senior Common Room within and after the school
day, as an area for relaxation and shared discussion outside departments. There is also a quiet
room located close to the SCR where staff can work and study. Tea and Coffee are served in
the SCR at morning break, and cakes and cut fruit are available in the SCR at the end of the

school day. Staff socials, guest nights and Master’s Drinks are regular features of each term.
